GRADE R
The uniform is a single uniform, and must be worn on all days.

Girls — School track suit, Grey Little Harts t-shirt, black anklets, grey mini burkahs, strictly plain black Velcro takkies.
Boys — School track suit, Grey Little Harts t-shirt, black socks, strictly plain black Velcro takkies.

GRADES 1-3

Girls — Black tunic & pants set, black anklets, grey mini burkahs (not black), strictly plain black Velcro takkie, Hartley tracksuit.

Boys — School grey longs, white shirt or A white kurtah and school grey longs or the Hartley Tracksuit, white mosque hat, black socks, strictly
plain black Velcro takkies, School boy haircut (Machine number 3 to 5) — No tinting, No wedges.

PE KIT GRADES 1-3
e Boys may use the Hartley Tracksuit from Monday to Friday
e  Girls must use the Hartley Tracksuit only on P.E days
e Boys must wear the Grey Sports t-shirt with the school logo and girls must wear the black t-shirt with the school logo (not tight-fitting).

GRADES 4 - 7 (Daily Uniform)

Girls — Black cloak set, black anklets, grey burgah (NO SCARVES), strictly plain black Velcro takkies.

Boys — School grey longs, white shirt or Hartley Grey kurtah and Hartley Black % pants, grey mosque hat, black socks, strictly plain black Velcro
takkies. Strictly no coloured or secret socks to be used.
School boy haircut (Machine number 3 to 5) — No tinting, No wedges.

School uniforms must be worn Mondays to Fridays.
On PE days learners are to wear their School Uniforms over their PE Kit.

PE KIT GRADES 4 -7

Girls - Hartley track suit only to be worn under the cloak; Loose Black Hartley Tshirt; Grey Burgah, Black Velcro Takkies.
Boys — Hartley Track pants or % black shorts; Grey Sports Tshirt; Black Velcro Takkies

Plain Black non-branded takkies with only black soles may be worn Mondays to Fridays.

(Soccer boots to be carried separately — no metal studs).
